Grading: We are adopting a standards-based grading policy this year. Your grades will be comprised of major summative assessments (60%), minor summative assessments (20%) and formative assessments (20%).

Missing Work, Absences, and Retakes
 If you miss school, it is your responsibility to obtain notes, worksheets and other missed work PRIOR to returning to the next class. All assignments are posted in School Fusion (http://patrioths.schools.pwcs.edu) by the end of the day. The expectation is that you return to class, after being absent, informed of the work that was completed in class and with any supplemental assignments that were completed during the absence. 
*If a test or quiz is missed, the student must schedule a time to come after school to make up the assignment.  All missing work shall receive a grade of 0% until it is made up either within two days of an absence or turned in for a late grade.  Any assignments not turned in by the end of the quarter will remain a 0% in the grade book.    If you are having difficulty finding materials on School Fusion, please email me to obtain them.
NOTE: No assignments will be accepted during the last week of the quarter.
Retakes – students will be given an opportunity to retake summative assessments when they do not show mastery on the standards for that assessment, which would be a score of below 70%.  
This will be done after school only!

Late Work Policy
Below is the percentage breakdown for late work at Patriot High School. Please note, this is calculated by each school day, not class period that an assignment is not turned in. 
1-3 days, 75% max 

4-6 days, 60% max
7+days, 50% max
(Remember, even when turning in something late, additional points may lower the grade due to incomplete or incorrect responses – turning in something 3 days late does not mean you get a 75% on it, it simply means it will get no higher than a 75% if everything is correct on the assignment!)

NOTE: Students who have 4 or more missing assignments will be assigned after school detention with Mrs. Kramer to complete the missing work.  If a student regularly does not turn in work, they will be recommended to their administrator for Academic Intervention.
